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*PRFEMRT /T (Description)

This is an elective course intended for third-year students in the Translation
Program of the English Department. It focuses on the following topics: the evolution
of the world political landscape after World War I, the evolution of Sino-US relations
after World War Il, the evolution of the relations between China and Soviet
Union/Russia, the evolution of the relations between US and Soviet Union/Russia, the
process of European integration, the diplomacy of developing countries, China’s
diplomatic strategies and its status and influence in the world.

This instructor will guide students through the basic framework, development
and basic historical facts of international relations. Important events of the
international relations will be analyzed with their causes and effects examined.




Students are expected to understand the evolution of the relations among major

powers, as well as the profound impact of the international relations on
contemporary international politics, economy, culture, war and peace, and discover
the basic law of the evolution of world history. In particular, they are expected to
understand the diplomatic policy and international strategies of China, and its roles
and impact on the contemporary world.

The course will be done through lectures by the instructor. Students are
required to read the reference materials before class and participate fully in class

discussions.
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
