Reading and Writing (V) is designed for junior students of Translation and
Interpretation. This course is designed to enhance students’ overall language
proficiency and application to help them lay a solid foundation for
translation/interpretation related courses. This course helps students to expand
vocabulary and strengthen analytical and critical thinking. Students are expected to
carry out extensive and in-depth researches on a topic under discussion by means of
in-class discussion and analysis as well as extensive after-class reading.

With selections from Taking Sides (Mc MacHill) this course focuses on four topics

ranging from education to the moral issues. This, coupled with intensive reading




assignments on selected articles from US News and World report, The Guardian, and
The Huffington Post, makes it possible for authentic language input needed for
professional training purposes. Students are required to write in various forms like
summary, imitation, back translation, outline and etc. They are encouraged to
participate in classroom discussion, presentations and debate for a further
understanding of the topic. With all of these efforts both in class and after class,

students are expected to reach a higher language and analytical level.
