3. Students’ intensive reading speed of intermediate reading materials will be
150-180 words per minute with over 90% comprehension; their scanning speed will
be about 400 words with over 80% comprehension;

4. Students will be able to write an essay of about 800 words within 100 minutes;

5. Students’ writing of the Chinese characters and use of grammar structure and
punctuation will be over 95% correct;

6. Students are supposed to have formed the habit of writing in Chinese by the end of

the course and have over 3,000-word Chinese writing practice within one term.
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
