This course is designed for linguistics undergraduates in the Department of English at
School of Foreign Languages, with objectives to raise their awareness of linguistic
studies and their scientific research methods, to familiarize them with the overall
development route of modern linguistics, major linguistic schools, classic and the
state-of-the-art research methods, and essential skills in writing up English academic
articles. The content of teaching will include theoretical linguistics knowledge,
research methods and case studies, project discussions, and English research article
writing. Specifically, theoretical linguistics will comprise Noam Chomsky’s
Transformational-Generative Grammar, and Michael Halliday’s Systemic Functional
Linguistics, with a key focus on their differences and similarities in relation to
research foci. Research methods will accordingly incorporate TG grammar informed
