*IRFEMR A (Description)

Subject Overview:

Selective Readings in Chinese Philosophy uses English translations of classical
Chinese philosophical writings as its reading materials. Apart from training
students’ ability in translating ancient Chinese language into English, the subject
also offers a close reading into the thoughts of main philosophical schools in
China. Starting with the Analects by Confucius, a wide range of ancient Chinese
philosophers including the “Hundred of Schools” during the Spring and Autumn
Period are introduced and interpreted. The course encourages students to
approach the materials with their own perspective and compare Chinese
cultural traditions with that of the West.

Learning outcomes
Students would be able to illustrate basic ideas of prominent Chinese
philosophers with reference to the cultural traditions in China. This subject also
focuses on enhancing students’ abilities in reading and logical analysis,




therefore preparing them for interpreting more difficult articles and writing
their thesis in the future.
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
