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*PRFET A (Description)

The course of Language and Cognition is an optional course for undergraduates of
English majors at their sixth semester. The course will reference to books like
Psychology of Languagewritten by Timothy B.Jay, published with Peking University
Press in 2004 and well-known published papers in the field . In this course, we will
systematically and critically examine the arguments for treating language as a series
of special systems. The course will focus on several key subdomains of
psycholinguistics and influences of non-linguistic aspects of cognition on language
acquisition and processing. Topics to be covered are: What is the physiological
mechanisms of language and cognition? How is language processed and represented
in the mind and the brain? The course will adopt multimedia technology and diverse
teaching methods such as writing, discussion, and presentation to make the class

insightful and useful.
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
