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This course is a basic course for German majors in the first year.
The purpose of this course is to enhance students speaking and
listening ability through practice. Emphases for the course are
vocabulary building,
pronunciation training. This is a skill-oriented and student-—
centered course. Students will learn the fundamental skills of
speaking and participate in different speaking activities with the
help of a variety of materials, and engage in dialogues, role playing,

strategies for sustaining conversations and
