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This course, offered to German majors in the first year,

involves listening and speaking based on German videos. It is
a supplement to foundation courses in that it covers the same
vocabulary and grammar, provides supplementary training from
language situations, purpose of

listening comprehension, topic—specific conversations, as well

communication, genres and topics,

as German—speaking countries and their cultures. The course is
to improve students’ listening comprehension and spoken German
through German videos and listening materials involving

different genres, situations and purpose of communication.
