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As one of the compulsory courses for German majors in the second year,
this course is designed to introduce structure and characteristics of
articles of different genres and themes to illustrate the difference
between Chinese and German in discourse. It also requires students to
read sample articles and practice writing based on writing approaches
and skills it introduces. It will make the students to write short
articles that conform to the specification of German language. They
focuse on the study of genre including The description of city states,
amateur activities, social hot topics, application letters, resumes, the
content of literary works ect.. The goal is to develop students’ German
writing skills and cross—culture communication skills in writing. With
a focus on rhetoric devices like choice of words, sentence structure and




passage structure,

the course also strengthens their abilities to

organize a passage from the German perspective, expressing ideas in

idiomatic German and cross—culture communication.
