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Newspaper and magazine articles required for this course are arranged in order of
difficulty level and length. For example, from Abendzeitung, Tagespiegel and die
Waz in the early stage, to die Siddeutsche Zeitung, die Frankfurter Allgemeine, die
Zeit, der Stern and der Spiegel in the final stage. With extensive reading, students
will make better use of unfamiliar expressions and sentence patterns, as well as
explore, identify and collect effective reading skills, so as to raise reading efficiency
and have a better grasp of the German language. In particular, special topics they
come across in reading can also broaden their horizon, thus laying a solid foundation
for translating articles in various fields.
