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(Description)

This is a compulsory course for German majors in the third year. It deals
with difficult articles of different genres and themes and word building
provided that students have met the basic requirements after the first
two years. The goal is to equip students with better knowledge of the
language and culture of German—speaking countries, a wider range of
vocabulary and appropriate expressions for different situations, thus
improving their comprehensive language skills in reading, speaking,
writing and translation. The course features both theory, but also
practical lessons. Designing practice teaching is mainly to consolidate
the knowledge of grammar, vocabulary. The teacher may continue to guide
students to learn the language, not just to understand, but it is
important to use, while it requires the students at the high stage to
use language to express ideas, conduct research, for which you can hold
speech contest, debate competition, the establishment of practice base,
writing papers, etc. to train students
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
